Information on Volunteer Hours

Your volunteer deposit which was paid at registration will carry over
to next year's registration if you donate a minimum 4 hours of work
(6 hours if you have more than one child playing).

During registration you signed up for volunteer preferences and will
be contacted as volunteers are needed for those individual areas.
If however you are not contacted, it is each individual's
responsibility to ensure that their hours are completed.

There will be green volunteer sheets available that will need to be
submitted to the league in order to get volunteer credit.

Select teams that participate in Benicia tournaments are required to
volunteer at the tournaments which are separate from the league
volunteer requirement. Volunteer work performed at tournaments
does not fulfill the league requirement unless it is above and
beyond what is required by the participating team.
